Business Arising from the Minutes:
· PSSC Budget
-Discussion regarding playground communication board-Proloquo2Go

Although this is a new initiative for the school, they have been implementing PBIS strategies for a number of years, including the GECKO awards and the school assembly recognition ceremony.
